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Stewardship Article

“Whatever your hand finds to do, do it with all your might” (Eccl. 9:10).

God bids us to be faithful in the tasks He calls us to do. He calls us to be members of a
family (husbands and wives; fathers and mothers; sons and daughters). He calls us to be
members of society (those who govern and those who are governed). And He calls us to
be members of His family, the Church (those who preach and teach and those who hear
and learn). Each of these callings from God places a duty on us.

As members of a family, husbands are given the duty to die for their wives as Christ gave
His life for His bride, the Church; while wives are given the duty to respect their
husbands and submit themselves to them as the Church does to Christ. Fathers and
mothers are to raise their children in the fear and admonition of the Lord, teaching
them the Ten Commandments, the Creed, the Lord’s Prayer, and the Scriptures
concerning Baptism, Confession, the Office of the Keys, and the Lord’s Supper. Children
are to honor their parents throughout their lives, and even when their parents are no
longer alive, serving and obeying them, loving and cherishing them, and speaking well
of them.

As members of society, God calls those who govern to bear the sword, that is, to punish
those who do evil—those who live contrary to God’s will—and to reward those who do
good—those whose lives are lived in conformity with God’s will. Those who are governed
are to obey their leaders as to the Lord Himself, for their leaders bear the sword of God’s
temporal justice for a purpose.

As members of God’s own family, the Church, He calls those who preach and teach to do
so in faithfulness to His holy Word. To preach and teach the Law of God to convict the
hearts of hearers of their sin and to encourage, admonish, and exhort them to do good
works in accordance with God’s will. They are to preach and teach the Gospel, the full
forgiveness of their sins accomplished by Christ and received through faith, not by
works. They are to administer the means of grace in accordance with the Gospel and the
Word of God. They do all this for the young and old alike, for those who are near and far
off. Those who hear and learn are to submit themselves to their preachers and teachers.
They are to support them by their prayers and their gifts.

Each of these callings from God places a duty on us. They make a claim on our presence,
our prayers, and on our time, talents, and treasures. So, “Whatever your hand finds to
do, do it with all your might” (Eccl 9:10). Pray for your family, for your government, and
your church. Give of yourself by means of your time, your talents, and your treasures to
your family, your government, and your Church. That is what it means to be faithful in
the tasks that God has given us. That is what it means to do it with all your might.

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It’s been my privilege to be among you now for six months. These last three
months have been given over especially to the visiting and listening both
individually and in small groups in homes. As we have repeatedly indicated, this
now results in a report that I will be delivering to you all both verbally (in a
summary way) and in print. The printed version runs to twenty-one pages. I will
not be reading that to you; however, it will be made available to you for your
study, especially by the leaders of the congregation.

On Sunday, September 10 the verbal report will be presented at about 1:30 in the
church fellowship hall. Even though our 10:30 service that day will be in the
school building followed by a fellowship luncheon at the school, we determined it
will be better to come back to church for the presentation. We did that for several
reasons: It’s what we originally announced; we have the technical tools all set up;
and it’s easier to make a video copy for those unable to come or who would like to
listen to the presentation again. The presentation will last about an hour, no
longer than ninety minutes. There will be time for questions and answers. There
will be printed summary copies for your note taking and to help you follow.

These are the matters that you should anticipate me talking about:

St. Paul as a Family System
Grief Issues

School Issues

Office of the Ministry Issues
Worship Issues

Mission Issues
Conflict Management Issues
Recommendations

After the report and your chance to digest it, especially my appraisal of the first
seven of the eight items, you as a congregation need to come to an acceptance or
adjustment or rejection of my analysis. I think you could or should be able to
arrive at that by the end of September, no later than early October. Once you and
I and President Snow are agreed that we have a pretty good “picture” of St. Paul
and her history and dynamics, then comes the extremely important question: Do
you want to continue this way or be different? If the congregation determines
they are content with being as they are, then we immediately begin the call
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process with your district officials. If the congregation wants to explore how she
can become different, then we undertake exploring paths and patterns for that.
These are your decisions taken with your Lord’s blessing and love no matter what
you decide. If you decide you seek different paths and patterns and begin
exploring those, the call process for your next resident pastor could start, I think,
in January. That still would take a number of months before a call could be
extended for consideration.

Either way St. Paul congregation decides these matters, you as a congregation
need to begin thinking about your process for extending a call for your next
pastor. You haven’t extended a call for a resident pastor for a while. There are no
instructions in your congregational by-laws. You have both process and liberty.
Normally the congregation names a Call Committee. The committee’s make up is
determined by you. You have to decide: Does the committee operate only as a
task group to gather information for presentation or do you decide to give them
some authority to sift through possible candidates? And how far does the sifting
go? Does the committee come to you with a recommended name or names or do
they report on their experience and thinking with all the names? Do you
authorize them to interview candidates on your behalf? Do you authorize them to
bring say the top two candidates to St. Paul for a visit? Do you authorize your
intentional interim to speak to the candidates or to the eventual candidate who
receives your call? There are other questions.

There are more matters in the near future. Our current focus in Bible class is on
St. Paul’s letter to the Ephesians. I have purposely scheduled this for your focus
on the doctrine of the Church. Toward the end of it, I'll be sharing with you what
C.F.W. Walther wrote about the Church and what the LCMS adopted as its
understanding. I think you need to see this.

As a piece of your thinking about your present and future, I have recommended
also to the Board of Elders that once our study of Ephesians is completed, it
would be advisable for you to have a series of brief study forums during Bible
class on these topics so that you can make informed decisions: Using the three-
year lectionary or lessons as opposed to the historic lectionary series; the contrast
between High church/low church; your public wording of your communion
policy.

Through our time together I've tried to emphasize that this congregation and its
ministry belongs to the Lord Jesus and to you his bride in this place and time.
Here is a small experiment we’ve undertaken to emphasize your role in
deciding—using the chapel for Monday evening worship. We’ve done that now
for about six weeks. I think by the end of September, at the latest by your
October Voters’ Assembly, you need to decide if it was a good idea or a less
workable one.

Friends in Christ Jesus, we have work ahead of us.
